υ Dr. Colosimo spoke about the upcoming election and the voucher referendum.   
υ Teachers Union (UEA) has spent a lot of money to fight vouchers, they want the public to be 

frightened by vouchers and what they might do to the public schools.  They are organized and 
have more money than we do. 

υ Presently it is 60/40 against vouchers, this is an improvement from a couple of months ago when 
it was 80/20.  
υ The referendum will most likely fail this time but will hopefully be brought up again and 

allowed to pass. 
υ There are good arguments for vouchers and when people listen they are easily convinced with 

the facts. 
υ Currently  we are getting good publicity and press and will look to the future.  

υ There is not a contingency plan at this time.   
υ After election a contingency will be implemented.   

υ There is a debate on November 1 at Juan Diego for the referendum. 
υ Publicity sent out to all schools, church bulletins, opinion pieces in the papers. 
υ Utah Technical Companies are for the referendum.   

υ They want free market forces introduced into market.   
υ There will be 150,000 new students introduced into our public schools which will add 1.2 

billion dollars to budget.  
υ Referendum will cost 9 million dollars  

υ Current public school cost is 18 million per day,  referendum is asking for !  of 
one day in cost.  
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υ Poor schools like St. Francis Xavier and St. Ann's stand to benefit the most from this, 
schools like JDCHS will benefit but not nearly as much.  . 

υ Lynelle Williams spoke of  The Night of ..... 
υ Currently have sold 76 chairs and have $8,000 in sponsorships and $295 in donations. 
υ Giving faculty one ticket so they only have to purchase one ticket.   
υ 60 boards to be displayed for teams and clubs soliciting support 
υ 100% of donated money will go to club, team or cause. 
υ Lynelle is asking for parent mentors to personally contact new parents to ask them to come 

to event.  Let them know that this is a community event
